Career Choices Project

Part 1: You must go to the website: http://www.educations.com/career-test and complete the career test. Here you will answer a series of questions on your preferences, passions and interests. At the end of the test when you are finished it will ask for an email and you must enter your school email as you will be asked to copy the information from the email to the “t drive” so that I can make sure that you have completed it correctly. 
You must write a paragraph for each of your top three results. Each of your paragraphs must be at least 100 words in length. Within these paragraphs you need to also state whether you are interested in this type of career path or not and state the reason why. At the bottom of your page state your own top three areas that you are interested in.
Part 2: From the three career choices that you picked to be your interests you must write a brief summary about each and explain why you are choosing them. Each of these paragraphs must also be 100 words. 
Part 3: In this section you must find out information about each of your three careers that you choose. You must have these four pieces of information: Salary, employability, hours, and location.

Salary: How much will you make at this job whether it be per year, per month or per hour.

Employability: What are your chances of getting a job in the fields you chose?

Hours: What type of working hours will you have? Do you have to work Days, Evenings, Weekends, etc?

Location: Where will you be able to get a job?

Part 4: What type of education will you need in order to become hired in these careers? Here you should be providing a description, including references, of post-secondary courses/training as well as what courses you will need from high school to get into these courses. Be sure to include any math courses that you might need in order to graduate high school as well as to get into the course you want at post-secondary schooling. 
Part 5: Here you must research a set of interview questions for each of your three jobs: How is math used in your job? What math did you need in preparation for your job?....
Be sure to answer in full sentences and make sure if you researched it that you put the website where you found the information. Interviewing someone would be recommended.
Part 6: Final Product- Choose one of the three careers that you researched and use the information to create a presentation. 
Part 7: During presentation days you must write feedback on 5 presentations. 
What was the title of the presentation and who’s presentation?

What math do they need in order to work at the career they chose?

What did you like or dislike about the presentation? Or 

What could they have done to improve on their project/presentation? What did you learn from their presentation?
